Trail Information:  Unsurfaced; white 
rectangle marking signs. 

Water:  Potable water at East End Visitor 
Information Center, except in winter when 
Visitor Information Center is closed. 

Difficulty Level:  Moderate. 
History:  Earthquake Ridge Trail was 

developed to provide hiking and biking 
opportunities for visitors to the Talimena 
Scenic Drive.   

 The trail was named for a rock formation 
found not far off the trail.   

 Trails are maintained by the Ouachita 
Mountain Bike Association in cooperation 
with the Mena Ranger District.
