Prescribed Burning Improves Wildlife Habitat 

• Stimulates growth and sprouting of many 
native plant species 

• Releases nutrients to enhance plant growth 
• Physically opens up the forest 
• Creates snags and openings allowing for 

regeneration 
• Aid in restoring woodland ecosystems and 

associated species
