The Santa Rosa district was funded to establish a native and
local seed bank. The native seed bank will supply the district
with affordable, locally adapted seed with our partners at
Lucky Peak Nursery on the Boise National Forest. The
district uses seed for areas affected by fire and herbicide
application.

The Santa Rosa District has a history of frequent, severe
wildfires. Lands surrounding this district are typically low
elevation rangelands that are heavily infested with
cheatgrass, noxious weeds, and other annuals. Restoration
of native species is an important tool after fire and as part of
our integrated weed control program.
