2007 Accomplishments

Purpose of Proposal

The purpose and need for this project is to establish native seed
and plant sources for natural recruitment and anthropogenic
restoration efforts. Implementation of this project will help
develop techniques and policies for use of native plant materials
on the Ouachita National Forest and encourage state and private
groups to use native plant materials. This project will also
provide opportunities for cooperation and partnerships with state
and non-governmental organizations in the restoration of native
plant communities.

e Approximately 28 (830 acres or 75%) of the existing 55
(1,100 acres) native plant restoration plots established in
2006 were prescribed burned.
