Project Goal: 
The term “workhorse species” describes locally-adapted 
native plant species that have broad ecological 
amplitude, are abundant, propagate easily, and survive 
well. The Medicine Bow – Routt National Forest has 
developed native seed revegetation guidelines for five 
seed mixes that include several workhorse species .This 
project proposes collection and increase of five 
workhorse species: prairie junegrass , bluebunch 
wheatgrass, western wheatgrass, Idaho fescue and 
bottlebrush squirreltail. Collections will occur during the 
2010 and 2011 field seasons.  Plantings will occur  
annually through 2012. 
 

Seed Collections: 
An unusually late spring significantly impared seed set, 
and resulted in collection of non-target species. 
However, all species collected are components of the 
Medicine Bow – Routt National Forest native seed 
guidelines. The Steamboat Springs Community Youth 
Corps collected  11 lbs  of mountain brome, 6 lbs of  
clematis, and 0.5 lbs of oniongrass, and 4 lbs of needle-
and-thread grass. Wildland Restoration Volunteers 
collected 2 lbs of Idaho fescue, 5.5 lbs of  King’s fescue, 
5 lbs of  Sandberg bluegrass and 5 lbs of needle-and-
thread grass .  Year  Awarded:  2010
